Mass media and media for the masses - 
irreconcilable worlds?

In recent years, practically all large Swiss media outlets and broadcasters 
have experimented with weblogs. Some were rather successful; others 
showed that they were less than comfortable with this new medium. It 
would appear that at least they have sat up and taken notice that there 
was and still is work to be done with regard to their internet presence. 
Assessments of the weblog phenomenon often come up against a telling 
wall of silence. Although the internet has been around for quite some 
time, the ‹old› media world continues to regard it with scepticism and even 
puzzlement. This rather problematic relationship will be discussed:

Swiss Blog Awards - the 
whys and wherefores
The Swiss Blog Awards, like so many ideas born in the blogosphere, 

came about rather spontaneously. In Spring 2005, two bloggers from 

Berne got together to exchange ideas. At some point, the phrase ‹Blog 

Awards› entered into the conversation, initially without any clear notion 

of the whys and wherefores. A few email exchanges later, the idea of 

a prize-giving ceremony began to take shape. Rankings and ratings 

are prolific in the blogosphere; personal ratings of films, books and 

anything else that you can touch or see can be regularly found in blog 

entries. So, why not draw up a list of favourite blogs? There is no place 

for objectivity! What counts is one’s subjective impression. After all, 

collective subjective opinions may be more objective than ratings given 

by a few experts.

After a brief welcome address by the President of the City of Biel, 

Hans Stöckli, and by OK member Nick Lüthi, Franziska von Grünigen 

and Salvi Atasoy from virus – radio neuste generation will be your 

hosts for the evening.
